Each submission must be typed on white paper

with no art work.

Students must submit poems attached to a completed entry
blank. Names must be written only on the back of the poem as
well as on the entry blank.

All poems must be the student’s original work.

A student may submit only one entry.

Entries will not be returned. Each entrant should keep a copy.
Entrants grant to the Friends of the EImhurst Public Library the
right to copy and publish the submission.

Awards

Awards will be presented in each of several age groups.

The winner in each age group will receive a $50 City

Centre qift certificate.

The second place winner in each age group will receive a $25
City Centre gift certificate.

Students who receive honorable mentions will be recognized at
the program.

Winning poems will be on display at the Library.

First and second place winners and students receiving honorable
mentions will be asked to read their works in a program at the
Library for later broadcast on local cable TV. These students
should bring a copy of their poem to read at the program.
